With a book and score by the Canadian husband-and-wife team of Irene Sankoff and
David Hein, Come From Away is directed by Shuler Hensley, a native Atlantan and a
Tony® and Olivier Award®-winning performer and director who previously helmed the
acclaimed CSTC productions of The Sound of Music, Fiddler on the Roof and The Music
Man. Hensley most-recently directed the sold-out concert performance of the classic
Rodgers and Hammerstein musical Oklahoma! at Carnegie Hall, starring Ana Gasteyer,
Jasmine Amy Rogers, and David Hyde Pierce. The choreographer for the show is Marla
Phelan, and Holt McCarley will serve as music director.
